School Expansion Update:  

Engineering studies led us to discover that a detached building, approximately 14 feet away and 12 feet closer to Hawk Mountain Road, could prove to be a good idea. The idea of a detached building was presented to the builders, the faculty, and the school expansion team, and eventually will be to the board. Keeping the building attached could cost us more than $60,000 extra. 


This detached concept has many positives, including the gain of several windows; minimal disruption to ongoing classes during construction; a less obstructed view from the church; no construction on our existing roof; the preservation of our small playing field; not having to build a fire wall; and getting to construction much sooner.


We have township approval for a detached building. We will be moving forward with this plan in mind.
