Discipline in the Context of Love: Tuesday, April 11, 8:00 P.M. Soc. Room. Presentation by Dr. Saul Fisher and Mr. Scott Daum (previously made to the Detroit, Mitchellville, and Toronto societies);
 We know raising children is not an easy responsibility.  In many ways the challenge of parenting is the challenge of self-examination, and this is the essence of what is known today as “mindful parenting.”  New Church teachings also emphasize the importance of self-examination in the process of personal and spiritual growth, and parenting provides us with this opportunity. The challenges raised by children’s behavior provide an opportunity for discerning the genuine needs of the child and how we need to respond as parents.  Our program will explore the conjunction between a theological framework and an understanding of the developmental needs of the child, and leave you with practical direction for problem-solving in your home.  

Saul Fisher, Ph. D., is a clinical psychologist specializing in child and family therapy. He has built his practice and reputation around providing a solution-oriented approach to families struggling with the typical challenges of raising children in today’s world. He was Clinical Director of the Growth Opportunity Center in Southampton, Pennsylvania for 40 years, where he provided direct service to clients and training to psychologists and educators throughout the state. In addition, Dr. Fisher was a consultant to the Bryn Athyn Church Elementary School as well as to the Academy of the New Church [high school and college] for many years. He became familiar with and developed an appreciation for the values and teachings of the New Church and believes that his views on love and discipline are closely related to those found in these teachings.
Scott Daum: After graduating with a Master’s degree in secondary English education from the University of Maryland, Scott moved to Bryn Athyn, Pennsylvania, where for the next 20 years he taught a variety of subjects—primarily English courses—at the Academy of the New Church Secondary Schools.  He moved into administration, serving as the Principal of the Boys School for 10 years.  From there he took on his current role as the Coordinator for General Church Schools, in which he serves as an advisor to the administrators of General Church schools, oversees curriculum development for the system, manages the teacher support and evaluation process, and creates professional development programs for the schools.
