New Format for the 12:45 P.M. Pickup of KNCS Students, starting on Monday, October 8:
The safety of the students during pickup is a concern shared by the faculty, and I am sure it is a concern for many of you too. We hope to improve things by making some changes to the 12:45 P.M. pickup. 
We would like to be able to load three cars at a time, instead of two, at the top of the line. So if the first car can pull up to the orange cone alongside the stone wall, two cars should be able to pull up behind for loading as well. 
Students will need to wait until their vehicle is one of the three cars at the top of the line and has stopped moving in order to get into their car. (Walking or running down the line of cars, with cars moving, is a safety concern.)
If a driver needs to wait for a child (such as a 7th / 8th grader who is folding up the flag), it would be ideal if they would pull into the gravel parking lot by the kitchen; the student will be sent out through the kitchen door. This way the line can keep moving.
