PASTOR’S NOTES
Late Bloomers: At this time of year, it’s fun to see the zinnias, lavender-colored asters, goldenrod, and other flowers that bloom at the end of the summer and the beginning of the fall. We can think back to the snowdrops and crocuses that bloom early, followed by daffodils and tulips, then irises and lilies in midsummer, with sunflowers and daisies, and after them the fall flowers like chrysanthe-mums. Isn’t it wonderful that the Lord makes flowers bloom all these times of year? 

We can compare children and adults to the variety of flowers. Some babies learn to walk at nine months, and some children may not really talk until they are two or older. Some children are reading in pre-school, and some do not read fluently and with pleasure until fifth grade or later (or perhaps not in this life at all). Some children know pretty early what they want to do when they grow up and they follow through in their adult life; others may move around from job to job as adults and not find their niche till mid-life or later. Some people know whom they will marry from early high school, and `some may not find their partner till much later, or until the next life. 
Our Heavenly Father knows all the needs of His children, and He is always providing for our eternal usefulness. The Lord loves variety, because heaven is perfected by the wide variety of angels. He arranges all who are willing into a perfect human form. The Lord provides gifts to each of us that we can share with one another. 
Let us be patient with our children and with each other, as well as encouraging each other to use and develop our gifts. Rather than focus too much on earthly successes, we can seek above all the kingdom of God, for then the Lord will add to us all that we truly need.

Note Home and Newsletter: The council considered what belongs in these publications, and what does not. In general, the council advised that it’s good to have community information as well as strictly church and school news. They favored some ads under a “Commercial” heading; perhaps some modest fee could be charged. Regarding politics, they thought it was fine for a person to announce simply that he or she is running for an office, or that info is available at a website, but not more than that. They also do not want political announcements of any kind after church. But it was recommended that sermons could include more instruction applicable to the moral issues of our day.
Memorial Day Observation: The council thinks that this ought not to be a pastoral responsibility. While it would be fine to hold such an event on the church grounds, it might be even better to hold it at the KCC for the whole community. The Note Home might include info on Memorial Day events in surrounding communities too. We don’t need another picnic so close to New Church Day. 

Holy Supper Services: Some people find the morning holy supper services long, but the council does not. (These services occur in January, June and September.) People are free to leave the service early during the change of tables without disturbing anyone. Many people do not want two ministers on chancel. We could possibly move an evening holy supper to an afternoon, better accommodating older people reluctant to drive at night, and maybe helping some young parents if they hire babysitters. Private and small group holy supper services can always be requested.

Children are Always Welcome! It was reported that two or three families coming to an adult service have been told that children are not welcome. This is most unfortunate and has resulted in losing at least one family. We can explain that the sermon will be aimed at adults, but we should never say that children are not welcome!
Learn New Hymns: On the first three Wednesdays in October, from 7:30 to 8:30, there will be a chance to learn some new hymns in the society room. Denise will play the piano and help you learn your part. You can choose the hymns you’d like to learn.
Society Class on Wednesday, October 25. How may the Word change the way we raise children? Let’s think about some teachings and examples of how the Word can reform our purposes, attitudes, and approaches. 
Annual Society Meeting: We get to elect trustees and a member of school council, approve a budget, and hear reports on aspects of the church and school. We don’t know whether we will have costs for the school extension to discuss by the time of this meeting. We are still awaiting final approval from Labor & Industry (L&I) before bidding can take place. If not at this meeting, we will have one or more special meetings soon afterward.
September Board Meeting Topics: We heard a report on the school extension. Some bidding is going forward but some of it must await final approval from L&I. In this process, we have discovered that some major upgrades to our whole plant are required, especially septic and electric. These are required even if we do not build an extension. The septic was designed for less than half our current usage, and the electric service is potentially dangerous as well as inadequate. If someday we build a church close to our present buildings, these upgrades would serve it too.  
The board voted to seek a second bid on the school extension so that Dan and Brandon’s cost estimates can be fairly examined and compared, both for their sakes and the society’s. 
The board received a bid from Doug Robertson to upgrade the septic, according to the plans approved by the state. After much discussion, the board voted to accept the bid and proceed with this work. It will be paid for mainly out of the reserve fund, with an appropriate part of the cost allocated to the school extension fund. 

The pastor’s role regarding the school extension: Some people have complained that the pastor has not expressed enough support for this project. Others have complained that the pastor has been too much in favor of the project, affecting people’s vote. 

Since the school extension is not a church use per se, it is not proper for the pastor to take the lead in promoting it. The school is the responsibility of the parents, teachers, and all who love the uses of formal New Church education. So is the financial health of the school and the church. 

So far, a considerable majority of the society voted to go ahead with planning an addition, including the costs involved in planning. Once we know the real cost (as well as we can), we will be able to discuss the proposal in an informed way, and come to a conclusion by another vote. 
Whatever the final decision is, there will be some in favor and some against. I hope we can discuss this subject and vote with respect and affection for others who also love New Church education but who might vote to do it in a different way.
We all hope to support the work of teaching children in light of the Word. The best way of doing this is not by building or not building, but by fleeing from resentment of those we disagree with, and asking the Lord to take the various individuals in the society and arrange us into a form receptive of heaven. “Seek ye first the kingdom of God and His justice, and all these things will be added unto you” (Matt. 6:33).
