PASTOR’S NOTES
The Door: “January” is named from being “the door” to the new year. (In Latin, janua means door.) With the change of the calendar, it is natural to reflect on the year just past and wonder about the year to come, as some older doors close and new ones open. It’s easy to get worried about all kinds of things that could go wrong or continue to go wrong.
But the Lord assures us that He Himself is the Door of the sheepfold. In ancient times, shepherds would lead their sheep into an enclosure for the night and then stand or sit down at the entrance. They became the door, protecting the sheep from thieves, or from wolves, or from wandering off and getting lost. In a similar way, the Lord Himself stands as the Door for us, guiding us into His sheepfold and protecting us there. 
Angels have a most perfect recollection of past things and a most perfect mental view of things to come. The reason they do not worry about such things is not that they don’t care, but because they trust in the Lord so fully (AC 2493). 

We too can grow into such peace. The more we live in good and believe that the Lord governs the universe down to the hairs of our head, the more we will feel certain that all things are tending toward happiness to eternity, no matter how they may seem at a certain point in time (AC 2892). 

As we reflect on 2018 and make plans for 2019, let’s listen for the voice of our Good Shepherd. He knows each of us by name, and He calls us, and He knows the way to go—today, and tomorrow, and always. 
Holy Supper will be offered on January 6 in the morning, the first Sunday of the new year. “It has pleased the Lord to reveal the spiritual sense of the Word, in order that this [New] Church may enter into the use and benefit itself of the two sacraments, baptism and the holy supper. This follows when men see with the eyes of their spirit, that is, with the understanding, the holiness concealed in them and apply it to themselves by the means which the Lord has taught in His Word” (TCR 700).

There will be a feast of charity at 6:30 p.m., and the meeting will begin at about 7:45. The meeting will be followed by a short class to kick off our study of uses.
