Regarding a Reverent Approach to Worship During These Times: Here is a passage from Arcana Coelestia that the Kempton pastors have been discussing this week. It is a good passage for showing us the uses of worship rituals and how they can facilitate our cooperation with the Lord and His angels.
By worship, in the internal sense, is meant all conjunction through love and charity. When a man is in love and charity he is continually in worship, external worship being merely the effect. The angels are in such worship; with them, therefore, there is a perpetual Sabbath; and from this the Sabbath, in the internal sense, signifies the Lord's kingdom. But man, while in the world, ought not to be otherwise than in external worship also; for by external worship internal things are excited, and by means of external worship external things are kept in holiness, so that internal things can flow in. And besides, man is thus imbued with knowledges, and is prepared for receiving celestial things, and is also gifted with states of holiness, although he is unaware of this; which states of holiness are preserved to him by the Lord for the use of eternal life, for in the other life all the states of his life return. Nos. 9208 to 9238. These will complete the 22nd chapter of Exodus concerning various laws given by the Lord to the Sons of Israel following the Ten Commandments (verses 24 to 30).  Verse 27 in the Hebrew and in the Arcana Coelestia (verse 28 in English versions) contains a law about not reviling God or cursing the prince of the people, altogether to be observed and done. Verses 24-26 and 30 (verses 25-27 and 31 in English versions) contain laws that can serve a use if one chooses to observe them. They include not charging interest when loaning money to a needy one. Verses 28-29 (29-30 in English versions) contain the laws that are abrogated as to use at this day where the Church is and refer to giving the first-born son or animal to the Lord. Only from the spiritual sense within can we see why these various laws were included in this chapter of Exodus in their order and series. The reading ends with a short section on the spirits of the Moon.
