PASTOR’S NOTES

The Zeal of the Lord’s Coming: At Easter we celebrate the fulfillment of Christmas. The Child born to us, the Son given to us, has grown up and received the government upon His mighty shoulder. We can now see Him as Wonderful, after all the wonderful miracles He did, culminating in His resurrection. His holy spirit is our Counselor, who guides us into all truth and says, “Let not your heart be troubled.” (John 16:13, 14:1)
Jesus is God, to whom is given all authority in heaven and on earth. He is “Jehovah, strong and mighty; Jehovah, a Hero of war,” who subjugated the hells to set us free. He is our Heavenly Father, and our Prince who “guides our feet into the way of peace.” (Matthew 28:18, Psalm 24:8, Luke 1:79) 

At New Church Day, in turn, we celebrate the fulfillment of Easter and of the promises the Lord made while He was in the world. With His second coming, the Lord established His kingdom so that it shall never again pass away, but will continue for ages of ages. There shall be no end to the multiplying of His government and peace. More and more good citizens will join the kingdom of heaven from all of the worlds of His creation. As they do, the peace of His kingdom will be multiplied, with all angels serving the uses they most love to do. 

The Lord was willing to be born, to carry out His ministry, to suffer as the Son of Man and to rise again, “from the ardent love of saving the human race.” From Christmas to Easter to New Church Day, we see the Lord accomplishing His purpose of setting us free and providing for our salvation. “The zeal of Jehovah of hosts shall perform this.” 

Holy Supper will be served in the morning on    June 2 in celebration of the second coming of the Lord and His establishment of the New Church. “Real Christianity is now beginning to dawn, and a New Church meant by the New Jerusalem in Revelation is now being established by the Lord. In it, God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are acknowledged as one, because they are in one Person. Therefore, it has pleased the Lord to reveal the spiritual sense of the Word, to enable this church to enter into the real use and benefit of the sacraments….” (True Christian Religion 700).  
Class on the Lord’s Mercy: Come to Brandon and Char Jungé’s to consider some beautiful teachings about the Lord’s mercy. Do we think about the mercy of the Lord less than we should, out of fear of falling into salvation by faith alone? In the Heavenly Doctrine, “Mercy and truth have met together; justice and peace have kissed” (Psalm 85:10).  (See Calendar.)
New Church Day Class: “By the Divine mercy of the Lord I [Swedenborg] have had my interior faculties, which belong to my spirit, opened, so that I have been enabled to talk with spirits and angels, not only those in the vicinity of our earth, but also with those near other worlds” (EU 1). Let us consider ways the Divine mercy of the Lord is manifest in His second coming. (See Calendar.)
At the next Pastor’s Council meeting we will review the upcoming semi-annual society meeting reports from our new pastor, our assistant principal, our business manager, and others. We will talk about whether we agree that the Word indicates that it is preferable not to have a pastor be the chief disciplinarian at the school. In other words, would we prefer to avoid having the pastor be the one who punishes an unruly student or who could fire a teacher? But we want him to still have a strong influence on the life of the school. At the society meeting, we will address this primary question without the secondary questions about who is called the principal, or any implications for the bylaws. 
Board Meeting: Roger reported on the progress of the school extension, which is coming along nicely and within budget so far. Little Beavers of various ages have helped a lot and will be involved in building the deck and various other projects. Funding for the project is also coming well, including new endowment to help carry the cost of the additional space, though we still have some money to raise. 

Dan reported that the manse roof needs redoing. He hopes to get a team on it this fall. 

Our contributions are behind where they have been at this time in other years. 

The projected budget for next year is nearly balanced, though not all the numbers have come in yet. 
The contingency fund has been moved out of Vanguard to a CD at a bank. The interest from it will contribute to operations. The board set the amount of this fund at $275,000. Its purpose is to ensure continuity of operations in the event of a serious downturn in the economy.
