From all this it can also be seen why the Lord, when He washed the feet of His disciples, girded Himself with a linen towel, and wiped their feet with the linen towel with which He was girded (John 13:4, 5); for the washing of the feet signified purification from sins, which is effected by means of the truths of faith, for by means of these man is taught how to live. For all purification from evils and falsities is effected by the Lord by means of the Divine truth; and this is signified by “the linen cloth” with which the Lord girded Himself and with which He wiped the disciples’ feet.                  Apocalypse Explained 951.3

How do you think the disciples felt when the Lord washed their feet?  As the story continues in the Gospel of John, we see that Peter resisted at first.  Perhaps we would react in a similar way.
When we think of the Lord actually washing our very own feet, that could make us uncomfortable.  We might think of what our feet look like when they are dirty.  Maybe we do not want the Lord to see this part of us.  Perhaps we are more comfortable showing Him the parts of us that we keep nice and clean and presentable.  But washing our feet is exactly what He wants to do for us.
The more comfortable we are in letting the Lord teach us the truths from His Word that will cleanse even the parts of our minds we would be embarrassed to show Him, the more we can receive the blessings of His love.
“If you know these things, happy are you if you do them” (John 13:17).

Nos. 9208 to 9238. These will complete the 22nd chapter of Exodus concerning various laws given by the Lord to the Sons of Israel following the Ten Commandments (verses 24 to 30).  Verse 27 in the Hebrew and in the Arcana Coelestia (verse 28 in English versions) contains a law about not reviling God or cursing the prince of the people, altogether to be observed and done. Verses 24-26 and 30 (verses 25-27 and 31 in English versions) contain laws that can serve a use if one chooses to observe them. They include not charging interest when loaning money to a needy one. Verses 28-29 (29-30 in English versions) contain the laws that are abrogated as to use at this day where the Church is and refer to giving the first-born son or animal to the Lord. Only from the spiritual sense within can we see why these various laws were included in this chapter of Exodus in their order and series. The reading ends with a short section on the spirits of the Moon.
