SAYING NO TO THE KING’S FOOD
In the third year of the kingdom of Jehoiakim king of Judah came Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon to Jerusalem, and besieged her. And the Lord gave Jehoiakim king of Judah into his hand, and the end of the vessels of the house of God; and he brought them into the land of Shinar to the house of his god; and he brought the vessels into the treasure house of his god.
And the king said to Ashpenaz the greatest of his eunuchs, that he should bring from the sons of Israel, and from the seed of the kingdom, and from the princes, children in whom was not any blemish, but of good appearance, and intelligent in all wisdom, and knowing science, and understanding knowledge, and such as had power in them to stand in the palace of the king, and whom they might teach the learning and the tongue of the Chaldeans.
And the king provided for them the word [or quota] of the day in the day from the meat of the king, and from the wine of his feast, and to have them grow up for three years, and at the end of them they might stand before the king.
And among them were of the sons of Judah, Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah….But Daniel set in his heart that he would not pollute himself with the meat of the king and with the wine of his feast. And God gave Daniel mercy and compassion before the prince of the eunuchs….And at the end of ten days their appearance appeared better and more nourished in flesh than all the children who did eat the meat of the king….(Daniel 1:1-7, 8-9, 14)  
The will's love has a longing, an appetite as it were, for these truths and causes them to be drawn out and serve as nourishment. If that love is evil it has this longing or appetite for unclean things; but if the love is good it has this longing or appetite for clean things, and what is not suitable it separates, removes and casts out; and this is done in various ways. (DP 233.8)
PASTORS NOTES
Just as King Nebuchadnezzar invaded the kingdom of Judah, stole the vessels of the temple, and took Daniel captive, we can sometimes find ourselves in the midst of a culture that attacks what the church teaches and tries to get us to join in. When this happens, we can follow Daniel’s example.  We can have confidence and trust in the Lord to set our hearts, as He did with Daniel, against polluting ourselves with the king’s food.

Daniel’s refusal was done with mercy and compassion for those who were thrusting what was the king’s upon him, and we should be compassionate too. But like Daniel, we should still say no.  This is what prepared Daniel for the challenges that were awaiting him.

When we develop an appetite for what the Lord offers us in the Sacred Scripture and Heavenly Doctrine, He will nourish us spiritually and prepare us for the challenges that await us, too.

Board of Trustees will meet on November 10. We will be discussing church and school finances, the status of contributions year-to-date, and the possible effects of recent Supreme Court decisions on religious liberty.
Church on Thanksgiving: This year our Thanksgiving Service will be held at 11:00 A.M. at Chris and Heather Smith’s pavilion. You are welcome to bring a fresh-, packaged-, or canned-food offering as an expression of gratitude to the Lord. In lieu of a procession, offerings can be placed on a table as you enter the service. We will contribute them to the Friend, Inc. Food Pantry in Kutztown, so your offering can be an expression of both love to the Lord and love toward the neighbor. If you bring fresh food, please be aware that it will still need to be in good shape six days later, which will be the next Food Pantry day at Friend, Inc.
October 15 Annual Society Meeting: We elected George Cauffman and Bracken Brown as trustees, and Mark Wyncoll to the school council. Business manager, Peter Genzlinger, reported a surplus of about $56,399 from the year that ended June 30. We adopted a budget for the current year requiring contributions of $484,800 in basket and regular contributions, and a payout of 4% from the school endowment, looking to total income and expenses of $937,100.
The meeting also included a five-year review of the high school, focusing on the 11th and 12th grades.  While the budget goals have been achieved for every year since the addition of the 11th and 12th grades, going forward it looks like annual salary and benefit increases will likely outpace endowment growth, so additional sources of revenue will be necessary, such as increases to endowment and annual giving.
Winter Study: Our topic this year will be the Book of Psalms. It will give us a good opportunity to look more deeply at what the Lord teaches us through this beautiful part of the Sacred Scripture. So often it seems the Psalms can find us exactly where we are.
